TELL ME WHAT YOUR PARTNER SAID

COOL DOWN, PARTNER REVIEW

OBJECTIVE: 

Students review facts learned from the day’s lesson by sharing information with a partner and use listening skills to repeat what the partner said.

COGNITIVE LINK: 

The highest level of learning is to be able to teach someone else what you have learned.

EQUIPMENT: 

None. 

ORGANIZATION:

Students choose a partner and sit facing each other scattered around the play area.   

ANTICIPATORY SET:

TEACHERS’S QUOTE: “The highest level of learning is to be able to teach someone else what you have learned.  I hope you have your listening ears on because you will be repeating the facts that your partner tells you.”

ACTIVITY:

Students sit with a partner.  The purpose is for each partner to share with the other all the facts that he/she remembers from the day.  When both have shared, the partners change with another pair of partners and the new partners tell each other what their first partner shared with them, NOT what they said, but what their partner said.  If time permits, partners could change several times.  After the last change, call on 2-3 people and ask them to repeat what the person said and see if it is exactly what was said initially. 

CLOSURE:

TEACHER’S QUOTE: “Your learning increased today as you repeated what your partner said.  That added more myelin to your axon for better retrieval of memory.”
