POPCORN

COOL DOWN, GROUP REVIEW

OBJECTIVE: 

Students will review new information as they add movement to anchor the learning. 

COGNITIVE LINK: 

Students learn 90% better when more of the senses are involved.  As new information is retrieved and stored again, learning is strengthened and when movement is added, learning is anchored. 

EQUIPTMENT: 

None

ORGANIZATION:

Students are sitting in a circle facing the center.

ANTICIPATORY SET:

TEACHER’S QUOTE: “How many of you like popcorn?  Have you ever watched it pop?  You never know which kernel will pop next!  Let’s recall the new information you learned today by pretending to be popcorn.  As you remember a fact that hasn’t been said yet, pop up (stand up quickly) and tell us a different fact to add to our list.  Just say one fact at a time.  Don’t say a second fact until everyone has said one fact.” 

ACTIVITY:

Students will stand up at different times to say a different fact that hasn’t been said yet.  Hopefully, every student will contribute information learned.  The Teacher could extend the knowledge by asking, “What facts do you need to remember to be the best person you can be?  The healthiest person you can be?  The smartest person you can be?”

CLOSURE: 

TEACHER’S QUOTE: “You made that review very exciting!  If you HAD been popcorn, we would have popped enough to eat for a week!  By popping up quickly, the movement anchored the learning even more.”
