HEAD AND SHOULDERS KNEES AND TOES IN SPANISH

BODY AWARENESS

FOREIGN LANGUAGE

OBJECTIVE:

The familiar song, Head and Shoulders, Knees and Toes translated into Spanish gives the students another way to recognize body parts

COGNITIVE LINK:

Foreign language increases language acquisition skills and allows students to transfer knowledge using prior knowledge using prior knowledge.  Language is developed early in the critical period of ages 3-5 but the brain never stops learning language.

ACADEMIC CONCEPTS: Body systems, parts of the body, language acquisition, sounds

EQUIPMENT:

Bodybrain

ORGANIZATION:

Students scattered in enough space to bend and move

ANTICIPATORY SET:

TEACHER’S QUOTE: “Let’s sing head move to a familiar song, Head and Shoulders Knees and toes.  If we lived in Spain, how would the song sound?  Let’s learn the Spanish version.”

ACTIVITY:

Students point to the body part as they sing the song.
