Transitions:
Through the Reef: The students will be moving to their next activity.  He will be doing so by passing through different size hula hoops that will be attached to cones.  He really enjoyed doing this and if we want we can transition to each activity by doing this.  

Swim Like a Fish: Another transition game.  If there are mini carts with wheels that we can use, students will lay on their belly or bottom and push himself with his arms or legs or both.  This will help students practice their cardiovascular skills and will also be a lot of fun.

Transition: Aladdin’s Cave: One of the large tunnel toys set up so Students can crawl through it.  

Stations:

Three Ring Circus Jumping:  Each student will be handed out a hula-hoop.  This hoop will be there “safe zone.”  The student will be asked to jump in all sorts of directions around the hula-hoop with our getting further than an arms distance away.  Students will hop from one side of the station to the other picking up bean bag animals.  When an animal is transferred and place in the bin, then the student will scream out the color.

Juggling: After gaining an understanding of juggling from Professor Moran’s juggling lesson, Donnie will try juggling Handkerchiefs and Balloons.
*Drawing cards for numbers of attempts

Under The Sea Throwing:  We will set up different rings in different locations.  Each ring will have a different type of fish or coral behind it.  I will give Donnie ten bean bags and sea how many times he can get them in the targets. 

Fishing: Donnie will be given a paddle and he will collect scattered balls across the gym into his net(a soccer net) This will work on Donnie’s striking and ability to complete a task without distraction.
Mickey Mouse Dribbling: Outside I will line up eight poly spots outside.  Each spot will have a picture of Mickey mouse on it.  There will be four balls at the beginning of the station and a larger net at the end of the station.  I want Donnie to run down the poly spots either passing me or Shannon the ball or weave while dribbling.  Picture of Aladin at the end of the kicking

Blowing Bubbles: Donnie will practice juggling and catching with balloons.  We will lay out a large number of balloons and he will get the opportunity to keep them in the air.  When he is done with the bubble, he will use the rope and gallop or skip to the “surface and put the balloon in the bucket
Climb the Bridge to Disney: I saw last week that there was an extraordinary amount of fun climbing accessories in the back of the gym.  I want to get definitely the arch climbing apparatus and maybe two others with mats.  The climbing will start right after the explanation, but I will gage the amount of time we do this activity on the enjoy ability that Donnie has doing it.  At the end of the climbing he gets a Mickey Mouse card to use.

I used these stations in different ways.  One week a set up a station lesson so it was like a scavenger hunt.  Another week I set it up so Donnie could do activities similar to his favorite T.V. show, Ninja Warrior.
